General Objectives of the Project

The EUlJ-Kansai, a consortium formed by Kobe University
(co-ordinating university) , Kwansei Gakuin University
and Osaka University, was established on 1 April 2005
with financial support from the European Union. The
EUIJ-Kansai aims to foster a better understanding of the
EU issues among the Japanese public at all levels as well
as to promote academic interactions, thus contributing
to the strengthening of the EU-Japan multi-dimensional
partnership in the 21st century.

Goals and activities

1. To become an EU-related education and
academic centre

Offering new EU-related courses and an extensive
credit-transfer scheme among the consortium members,
the EUlJ-Kansai awards Certificates on the EU studies
to those students of the consortium who have
successfully completed the stipulated EU courses.
The EUIlJ-Kansai also promotes academic exchanges
with European universities and institutions through
joint researches, seminars, international conferences,
invitation and scholarship programmes.

2. To become a major source of EU-related
information

Working in close collaboration with the Delegation of the
European Union to Japan, the EUlJ-Kansai gathers and
disseminates a wide range of the EU-related information
through the EUIlJ-Kansai website.

3. To promote EU-related outreach activities

The EUIJ-Kansai organises open public seminars and
professional seminars for business communities and
various professional organisations on the EU issues.

The EU Institute in Japan, Kansai (EUJI-Kansai) was
founded in April 2005 with financial support from
the European Commission. Formed as a consortium
among the three institutions of Kobe University,
coordinating university, Kwansei Gakuin University,
and Osaka University, the EUJI-Kansai has been up
and running for the past eight years as an institute
dedicated to education and academic research on the
European Union. Its organisation was subsequently
expanded [to include the Kyoto University Institute of
Economic Research and Kansai University as partners
in August 2008 and then Wakayama University and
Faculty of Economics, Kagawa University in August
2012.

In my capacity as chairperson of the EUJI-Kansai
Advisory Board, | would now like to offer a few words
on this occasion of the publication of the EUJI-Kansai
Annual Review for the fourth year of our second term.

During the eight years since its founding in 2005, the
EUJI-Kansai has had the pleasure of hosting many
researchers and specialists from EU member states,
who visited to conduct a wide variety of education/
research projects and to interact and share their
opinions with our own researchers, as well as university
students, pupils from local elementary, junior high, and
high schools, businesspersons, and members of the
general public.

In April 2006, we were honoured to welcome to Kobe
University Dr. José Manuel Barroso, the President of
the European Commission, who spoke before some
450 researchers and students on the topic of the “EU
and Japanese Strategies for a Better Tomorrow - A
Knowledge Renaissance.”

Dr. Herman Van Rompuy, the President of the
European Council, was also kind enough to come to
Kobe University in April 2010 to deliver a talk to an
audience of more than 500 researchers and students
from our three universities under the title of “A
Changing EU and a Changing Japan in a Changing
World.”

Then in June 2012, His Excellency Ivan GaSparovic,
the President of the Slovak Republic, paid a visit
to Osaka University, where he delivered a speech
entitled “Slovakia in Europe - Responsible Society
and Sustainable Growth” in front of an audience of
over 300 researchers and students from our three
universities.

| am also proud to note that we have received visits
from ambassadors of the Delegation of the European
Union to Japan and many EU member states.

One of the objectives of the EUJI-Kansai is to become
a central hub for education on EU-related issues
in the Kansai Region. Towards this goal, we have
long striven to increase enrolment in our Certificate
Programme. | am delighted to say that we have made
sure and steady progress in this endeavour, as the
students registering for the Programme reached 179
in October 2012, and that the number is expected to
exceed 200 in the fisical year 2013. Eleven students
completed the Programme in March 2012, and five
of them were invited to participate in the EU Studies
Colloquium, where they presented their dissertations
in European languages (English, French, or German)
before a jury comprised of EU staff from the
Delegation of the European Union to Japan, business
leaders in Europe, diplomats, and researchers.

Furthermore, the scope of our activities has continued
to grow, extending beyond Kansai to reach other parts
of Asia and Oceania, and it now includes joint research
projects with undergraduate and graduate students
studying EU issues at EU centres in other universities
in Japan, as well as in other Asian and Oceanian
countries.

At the commencement of the second term, groups
of researchers in social science fields such as law,
politics, economics, and business management
launched vigorous research activities, and each group
published their research series in the fourth year
of the term. A broad spectrum of efforts was made
during the second term to bolster overall ties with EU
universities and research institutions in the fields of
the humanities, human science, natural science, and
biomedical sciences, as well as social science. We are
looking forward to publishing the outcomes of these
initiatives.

Regarding our outreach activities, we have maintained
agreements with the Hyogo EU Association, which
was set up by the Hyogo Prefectural Government,
and the EU-Japan Centre for Industrial Cooperation,
and together we are making every effort to raise
awareness of the EU among the general public in the
Kansai Region.

In the second phase, we added more to these
initiatives and further widened the sphere of our
activities: we held numerous mini symposia for high
school students to provide them with opportunities
to learn what it feels like to be at international
conferences, and we also held symposia and lectures
for businesspersons and the general public.

Allow me to conclude by saying that we at the
EUlJ-Kansai consider our activities to be a way of
strengthening the ties that bind Japan and the
EU together and, furthermore, a way of making
contributions to the betterment of international
society.

Now, more than ever, we humbly ask for your
ongoing support and encouragement to ensure that
the activities of the EUIJ-Kansai can reach their full
potential.

In my capacity as president of the EU Institute in Japan,
Kansai (EUlJ-Kansai), | would like to offer a few words
on this occasion of the publication of the EUIJ-Kansai
Annual Review for the fourth year of our second term.

The EUIlJ-Kansai was founded in April 2005 by Kobe
University, Kwansei Gakuin University, and Osaka
University with financial support from the European
Commission. Following the successful conclusion
of the first term of operations in September 2008,
we commenced the second term in April 2009 with
financial support from the European Commission
under a renewed agreement. Throughout the course
of time since it was founded, the EUlJ-Kansai has made
great strides in expanding the scope of its activities. In
2008, cooperation agreements were reached with the
Kyoto University Institute of Economic Research and
Kansai University. In August 2012, we signed similar
agreements with Wakayama University and the Kagawa
University Faculty of Economics, thus consolidating our
position as a representative education and research
hub in Kansai on EU issues and disseminating EU-
related information throughout the country.

In the second phase, we continued to advance our
operations and expand their scope, particularly by
pursuing outreach activities, in addition to existing
education and research activities. One such activity that
merits special mention is the organization of numerous
mini symposia, where faculty members of the EUIJ-
Kansai, diplomats of the Delegation of the European
Union to Japan, and researchers from EU Member
States visited high schools in the prefectures of Hyogo
and Osaka to provide them with opportunities to learn
what it feels like to be at international conferences so
that they might deepen their understanding of the EU
itself and its activities. In the second year of the term,
we also invited scientists from the European Space
Agency (ESA) to a mini symposium titled “Space Dream
in Europe,” where the scientists spoke to elementary
and junior high school students in a simple and
easy-to-understand way about what kinds of space
developments they can expect to see in the future.
We have also organised a variety of outreach activities
in the business sector, holding international symposia
every February in cooperation with the Nippon Electric
Control Equipment Industries Association and offering
business seminars through joint sponsorship with the
Kansai Economic Federation (Kankeiren) and Osaka
Chamber of Commerce and Industry. We will remain
committed to conducting more outreach activities such

as these, targeting segments of the community that lie
beyond the walls of academia in order to disseminate
EU-related information.

Throughout the period of the second phase, the EUIJ-
Kansai has served as a focal point for education and
research linking Japan and the EU, and this came
about from our sincere wish to do whatever we can to
contribute to the advancement of relations between
Japan and the EU.

In November 2012, | was privileged to take over the
post of president of the EUlJ-Kansai from Dr. Masahiko
Yoshii. The standards set by other EU centres across
the globe are extremely high, and thus it is necessary to
make considerable efforts to further advance the EUIU-
Kansai. With this in mind, | have worked for the past five
months with the intention to fulfill my responsibilities
as president to the best of my ability.

Academic & Research Activities

Certificate Programme in European Union Studies

What is the Certificate in
European Union Studies?

Undergraduate or graduate students at one of the
three member universities of the EUlJ-Kansai may
receive an Undergraduate / Graduate Certificate in
European Union Studies from the EUlJ-Kansai by
completing several requirements. In addition to a
bachelor’s or master's degree granted by a home
university, this certificate is granted by the EUIJ-
Kansai to undergraduate or graduate students who
have demonstrated required achievements in the
EU studies.

Undergraduate Certificate in
European Union Studies

1) Registration for the Undergraduate
Certificate Programme

A student intending to complete the Undergraduate

Certificate in European Union Studies must register for the

undergraduate certificate programme with the EUIJ-Kansai

office at his/her own university. A student must be enrolled in

the programme for a minimum of two semesters.

2) Completion of the EU Studies courses

Broad curricula on the EU Studies are offered at the three
member universities. The courses are grouped into seven
categories (a-g). To obtain the Undergraduate Certificate in
European Union Studies, a student must complete credits
in at least one course from three categories as well as (a)
Introductory Module. Taking a multidisciplinary approach to the
EU Studies that encompasses history, law, politics, economics,
natural science and culture should help students deepen their
understanding of the EU.

The EU Studies courses are offered at all of the three
member universities. Regardless of where they are granted,
credits in the EU Studies courses will be recognised as those
needed to obtain the Certificate.

3) Research papers on the EU

To cap off his/her EU studies, a student must present a
research paper on the EU. (Paper Proposed : up to 20,000
words in Japanese ; up to 10,000 words in English, French
or German.) A student may seek academic advice from
a supervisor. If the paper is judged to have reached an
acceptable level, credits will be granted.

A student who wrote an outstanding paper will be given an
opportunity to participate in the EU Studies Colloquium.

Graduate Certificate on
European Union Studies

A) Registration for the Graduate Certificate
Programme

A student intending to complete the Graduate Certificate

in European Union Studies must register for the graduate

certificate programme with the EUlJ-Kansai office at his/her

own university. A student must be enrolled in the programme

for a minimum of two semesters.

B) Completion of the EU Studies courses
Broad curricula on the EU Studies are offered at the three
EUIJ-Kansai member universities. The courses are grouped
into four categories (a-d). To obtain the Graduate Certificate
in European Union Studies, a student must complete two
credits from (a) Core Module, and at least eight credits from
the other courses. The EU Studies courses are offered at all
of the three member universities. A student may take any
courses given at the member universities.

C) Research papers on the EU

To cap off his/her EU studies, a student must present a
research paper on the EU. (Paper Proposed : up to 20,000
words in Japanese ; up to 10,000 words in English, French
or German.) A student may seek academic advice from
a supervisor. If the paper is judged to have reached an
acceptable level, credits will be granted.

A student who wrote an outstanding paper will be given an
opportunity to participate in the EU Studies Colloquium.

EU-related Curriculum Activities

The Certificate Programme in EU Studies began on 1 April
2005, when the EU/J-Kansai. started its activities. The
number of students who registered in the programme as
of 1 April 2005 was only 21. However, it has been gradually
increasing year by year. And as of 1 October 2012 it
increased to 179, including 100 undergraduate students and
79 graduate students.

11 dissertations, including 4 undergraduate students and 7
graduate students, were submitted to the EUIJ-Kansai. And
all of them were awarded the Certificate of the EUIlJ-Kansai
on 21 March 2013.

Colloquium

The EUIJ-Kansai holds Colloquium on the EU studies in
March every year. If a student’s dissertation is recognised as
outstanding, he/she is offered the opportunity to participate
in the EU Studies Colloquium, where many students are
required to present their research findings in either English,
French, German, or Japanese (in case of undergraduate
students) in front of a jury of the EUIlJ-Kansai professors.
After their presentation, the EUIJ-Kansai awards all students
to increase their motivation to study the EU affairs. 11
dissertations were presented to the EUlJ-Kansai, and 5
students (3 undergraduate students and 2 graduate
students) defended their dissertations in front of a

jury. Other 6 students were not able to participate in the
Colloquium due to their tight schedule.

| carried out the short term internship at the secretary of
the Employers’ Group at the European Economic and Social
Committee (E.E.S.C.) from 5th November to 14th December
2012, with the support of EUIJ-Kansai. The purposes of
this internship were; to deepen my research of EU study
by participating in the actual opinion-making process in the
E.E.S.C.; to prove that | can work in English or in French, as
the advanced step of my studies in English or in French.
Though | registered in the certificate programme for
faculty students, the EUIJ permitted me to participate in
this programme for Master students, and this programme
enabled me to study a lot of things.

My main tasks were; (1) making internal documents such as
lists of works in progress, the newsletter of Group [; (2)
preparing and managing the Young European Entrepreneurs’
Seminar; (3) a research on non-tariff barriers of Japan for
EU-Japan Free Trade Agreement; (4) a research on the EU’
s 2014-2020 budget; (5) helping the preparation for the
breakfast party of Mr. Henri Malosse, the President of the
Employers’ Group. | was engaged both in research and in
ordinary office work. At the same time, | participated in the
internal meetings such as meeting of Study Group, Section
Meetings, Group Meetings and Plenary Sessions, and in

external meetings such as EU-Japan joint seminar.

The work in the Secretary of the E.E.S.C. and the participation
in several meetings helped me very much to deepen my
research of EU study, which was my first purpose. By
discussing with my colleagues in the Secretary, and by
meeting with E.E.S.C.’s members, | understood the actual
work and function of the E.E.S.C., how the members work in
the E.E.S.C.’s opinion-making process, and on what point we

should focus in the meeting as a Secretary staff.

As for my second purpose, to work in English and in French,

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(b) My Past Research Achievement and the Relations to
the Proposed Research
The candidate has recently investigated the U.S. policy
towards the Middle East around the time of the Six
Day War, which is generally considered as the origin
of the current Middle Eastern problems, and tried
to show the inter-relationships between the Middle
Eastern wars and the Cold War. In addition, the study
actively exploited the latest primary sources, which
previous studies did not use. Consequently, there
were three points that it clarified.
1) The U.S. policy makers got caught up in dealing
with the Vietnam War and paid less attention to the
Middle East. As a result, they decided to support

i). Research Title
Reconsidering the Role of EC in the Middle East Peace
Process in the 1970s

ii). Present State of My Research
(a) Brief Review of the Previous Studies and Issues to be

investigated

The candidate has tried to clarify the inter-relationships
between the Cold War and the Middle Eastern wars
based on primary sources, such as documents in
American Presidential libraries and the U.S. National
Archives, in the field of the Cold War studies. In the
post-Cold War era, scholars from the study have
come to analyze a wide variety of actors (such as
governments, antigovernment rebels and citizen
groups) focusing on their ideologies and policies,
which are called “the Cold War as an international
history,” yet they tended to pay attention only to
the United States and the USSR. As for the Middle
East, however, since the end of the Cold War, some
scholars have increasingly questioned the significance
of the Cold War impact on the region, which has
led to the observation that the Cold War itself had
limited influence on the Middle East. This is for the

simple reason that the end of the Cold War did not

witness the resolution of conflict in the region and

therefore little research has been carried out. Under

such circumstances, a collection of papers edited by
Nigel J. Ashton in 2007, The Cold War in the Middle
East: Regional conflict and the superpowers 1967-73
examined documents not only from the United States
and the Soviet Union but also from Israel and Arab
nations, and analyzed the inter-relationships between
the Middle Eastern wars and the Cold War, which held
the key to the current peace initiative in the region.
The book, which focused on interactive features of the
Superpowers and regional governments, was highly
evaluated in terms of “the Cold War as an international
history.”

The candidate, however, questions the four actors
that the previous study selected and intends to cover
the role of the European Community (EC) as an actor
who was relevant in part to the peace process in the
Middle East. In the 1970s, when Detent in the Cold
War was being discussed, Arab nations began to look
at the EC as an upcoming partner in replacement
of the United States and the USSR. In fact, “Euro-
Arab Dialogue” was set up in 1974. From the end of
the 60s to 70s, it showed the limitation of American
hegemony and people faced the vicissitudes of world
order, that is to say, there was a structural change
from a bipolar to a multi-polar system. The revival of
European nations had drawn attention in the world and
they gained greater voices in political and economic
cohesion. Consequently, Arab nations hoped the
EC would conduct the peace process in place of the
United States, who showed a pro-Israeli stance and the
Soviets, who invested in political penetration. Thus,
the candidate aims to consider the role of the EC, and
this can truly contribute to the Cold War study in the
context of international history.

Israel as a “deterrent power” against the Soviets
involvement in the region, which provoked as
Arab’s backlash over American’s role in the peace
process.
2) Arab nations, who were frustrated with the
relationship with the Soviets, began to place high
hopes on European nations, such as France to
actively engaged in the peace process.
The United States wanted Britain to be involved
in the peace process in order to contain the
Soviet influence in the region by working not with
Europeans but the United States.
The study result showed that in the aftermath of the
Six Day War it was not only superpowers who were
involved in the Middle Eastern War but European
nations were also invited to take part in the regional
politics. When considering the contribution to the
Cold War studies, consequently, the candidate can
develop the research achievement by analyzing
the multi-layered framework, which covers the
superpowers’ Cold War, the Middle Eastern War
and European involvement

iii). Future Research Plan
(a) Objectives

This study investigates why the “Euro-Arab Dialogue”
came to be launched in 1974 and depicts how it
evolved, focusing on the period between the Yom
Kippur War, which triggered the oil crisis in European
countries, and 1976, in which Egyptian president
Anwar El Sadat finally decided to start peacemaking
negotiations with Israel, initiated by the United States.
It aims to clarify the reason why the EC was not able
to fulfill the role and responsibility in the Arab-Israeli
peace process through the Dialogue and analyses how
the meetings influenced the Cold War in the Middle
East.

The proportion of EC’s dependence on Arab oil in
1973 was approximately 70 percent, and they began
to stress ties with Arab nations after the Yom Kippur
War, which made Arabs realize the importance of the
EC in terms of the peace process in the region and
brought the two groups together. This showed Arabs’
frustration over the superpowers. In fact, the U.S.
National Security Advisor, Henry Kissinger considered
that the dialogues could disturb America’s initiative
in the Arab-Israeli peace process. However, there
was a certain concern in the European countries
that they should maintain amicable relations with the
United States who showed pro-Israeli stance, which
led them to decline the Arab’s earnest desire to bring
Palestinians in the Euro-Arab dialogues. Consequently,
Arabs came to doubt the EC’s policy by the end of
1976.

By considering the EC’s policy torwards the Arabs,
it will illuminate how they intended to keep relations
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with another regional group. That is to say, the EC,
which had brought in Britain in January 1973, faced
watershed moments: should they work with the United
States on international issues, or would fashion their
own position in leading other regions in international
politics and economies. By considering the EC’s
commitment to the Middle Eastern peace process, this
study will highlight the dilemma and try to show the
direction in which the EC was headed.

(b) Research methodology

This study will closely watch the moves of Britain

among the EC countries. On the one hand it had

traditionally tended to coincide with the United States
when it came to the Middle East on the other hand it
placed greater emphasis on the ties with Arab nations
than Israel. The government, plainly speaking, was
frustrated most severely by the dilemma of “pro-U.

S. or pro-Arab.” In addition, Britain had historically

deep bounds with the Arab world. Thus, this study will

pursue the following three research questions.

1) How did British policymakers evaluate the Euro-
Arab Dialogue in light of the corporation with the
United States in the Middle East peace process and
for what purpose did they come to be involved in
the Dialogues?

2) How did Britain influence the EC’s decision making?

3) What stance did the EC finally take to deepen the
relations with Arab nations?

What to elucidate and to what extent

By pursuing the questions above, this study will

conduct research trips in the following order.

1) Gathering historical materials at the British National
Archives

2) Gathering historical materials at the Historical
Archives of the European Union

3) Conducting an interview with the editor of The Cold
War in the Middle East: Regional conflict and the
superpowers 1967-73(that | previously mentioned),
Dr. Nigel Ashton.

This study will clarify the research questions as follows:

1) What to elucidate at the British National Archives

(a) At the first place, it will investigate how the British

officers considered the relations with the Middle
Eastern countries, focusing on the materials of
early 1973 stored in the “Middle East” files in The
Foreign and Commonwealth Office as well as The
Cabinet and its committees sector. In addition, it
will analyse materials of the minutes of a trilateral
talk among Britain, U.S. and Arab nations in
February 1973 in London in order to show how the
British officers tried to maintain the relations with
Arabs in the context of cooperation with the United
States.

(b) Secondly, it will investigate how the British officers
dealt with the oil crisis immediately after the
outbreak of Yom Kippur War, closely examining
the individual thinking of decision makers in high
places in the Edward Heath Administration. In
particular, it aims to show their attitudes towards
economic damage in the EC stemming from
the Arab oil embargo of the Netherlands. It will
analyze documents of October to November 1973
stored in the “Middle East” files in the Foreign and
Commonwealth Office as well as The Cabinet and
its committees sector.

The conference of EC nations' foreign ministers

issued joint statements on 6 November 1973 that

showed their pro-Arab stance in order to bring an
end to the oil crisis, which was closely associated
with the inauguration of the Euro-Arab Dialogue.

Consequently, this study will illuminate how the

British officers evaluated the relations with the

Arabs, and how this attitude influenced the decision

s

c

making at the conference of the EC. It will use the
materials stored in “EEC and Arab/Israel dispute” in
The Foreign and Commonwealth Office sector.

(d) In the Euro-Arab Dialogue meetings, Arab nations
were eager to qualify Palestinians for attendance of
the meeting while EC nations were reluctant due to
the relations with the United States. Consequently,
this study will specifically clarify why Britain and
other EC nations evaluated that their connections
with Palestinians would worsen the ties with the
United States. Furthermore, it will consider how
their attitudes affect the first expert meeting of the
Euro-Arab Dialogues in 1976, in which the Egyptian
President Sadat eventually decided to precede with
peace talks with Israel under American initiative.
It will analyze materials stored at “Euro-Arab
Dialogue” in the Foreign and Commonwealth Office
sector.

2) What to elucidate at the historical Archives of the
European Union
In the Cold War studies, scholars are recently
required to use a wide variety of materials in order
to shed light on how alliances and small countries
had an effect on the development of the Cold War.
In this context, this study will also gather historical
documents from EC countries. At the Historical
Archives of the European Union, there are different
kinds of minutes of meetings as well as personal
papers which mainly were donated by individuals.
The applicant will conduct a research there in
order to pursue the decision making process over
the Euro-Arab Dialogue and clarify how British
movement influenced it.

3) Conducting an interview with Dr. Nigel Ashton
Finally, the candidate will visit Dr. Ashton and
discuss my ongoing research, which considers
trilateral relations, namely the Superpowers, Middle
Eastern countries, and the Europeans. Since
previous studies have not contemplated Middle
Eastern conflicts in such a multi-layered context, |
would like to hear his opinion, which would help to
develop my future research.

iv). Characteristics, originality and expected findings of the
research
While previous studies merely focused on the inter-
relations among the United States, Soviets, Israelis
and Arabs, the characteristics of this study are that it
highlights the activities of Europe which was expected to
become a new partner by Arabs, as well as to clarify how
this tie had an impact on the development of the Cold
War in the Middle East. Rather than focusing on the Cold
War as a whole, it has come to be classified into three
subcategories: “Superpowers’ Cold War,” “European Cold
War” and “Cold War in the Third World.” In this context,
this study tries to represent the mechanisms of the inter-
relationships among the three actors. As | mentioned
before, scholars of Cold War studies come to analyze a
wide variety of actors focusing on their ideologies and
policies, which are called “the Cold War as an international
history.” However, most of them, even Odd Arne
Westad whose studies are widely known as “international
history,” have taken notice on the inter-relations between
Superpowers and regional administrations, overlooking the
significance of Europe's role.
In light of stressing Europe, this study aims to consider
the development of the Cold War in the Middle East in the
multi-layered framework. In this context, it is expecting
to depict the dynamism of the Cold War which was
developing on a global scale in 1970s, by considering
the ties between the EC and Arabs as well as America’s
influence on the EC.
